Impact of the global economy on Lebanon and the role of freight forwarders 

Will the port activity be affected by the global crisis? We doubt that. 

Logically speaking, the Lebanese economy is at one of its lowest points in the history, due to regional 
socio-political instability. Seeing the future from a bright side and hoping for stability, our economy will 
escalate, regardless of the financial crisis.  We would like to point out the recent declines in Gulf markets 
which are sponsoring investments in Lebanon and the relocation of companies from the Gulf to Beirut. 
Above all, the financial crisis is also encouraging the return of expatriates into their homeland and 
Cargomaster along with their agents are present in major countries to ensure and serve the return of 
Lebanese compatriots. 

Regardless of the global crisis impact on Lebanon, our market relies on foreign industries and we need 
imports in order to produce, consume, survive and pursue our ways of living. This results in a continuous 
turnover of merchandise moving in and out of Lebanon thru various points of entry and carried by freight 
forwarders. Cargo is being transported thru main & most popular points such as Beirut seaport, airport 
and land borders with Syria. The choice is based on several factors such as urgency, size, weight and 
distance.  

The basic role of the freight forwarder is to move goods from a certain point to another. Forwarders can 
also be qualified as third parties appointed by an organization to ensure the synchronized movements of 
their goods thru successive carriers/vessels/aircrafts/trucks/warehouses. Most importantly and we would 
like to stress on the following, forwarders are strategic elements emphasizing the competiveness of 
traders.  

Nowadays with the speed of communication, markets dynamics and complexity, movements of cargo is 
not longer carried from simple point A to point B but forwarders also contribute in the mapping of goods 
and indentifying the best way to transport merchandise. A simple example would be the manufacturing of 
high tech equipments in which raw material are produced in China at low labor cost, electronic parts are 
ordered from Japan and user manuals are printed in Lebanon. All of the above are consequently moved 
into the Netherland for assembly and quality checking. The final products will be sold worldwide. Freight 
forwarders like Cargomaster must be present in every strategic country to ensure the various movements 
in the production line and to deliver the finish product to its end users globally.
